Isold Uggadottir, writer/director/editor 
 

Born and raised in Reykjavik, Iceland, Isold Uggadottir came to New York City in 2001 to pursue a master's degree in Interactive Telecommunications at NYU's Tisch School of the Arts.  From NYU her fascination with visual mediums lead her to the Emmy Award winning Partisan Pictures, where she edited documentary television from 2003 - 2006. Her most memorable project was a 13-part docu-drama series about the American Revolution, which aired on the History Channel, attracting over one million viewers. 

 

Her directorial debut, FAMILY REUNION, premiered at the Reykjavik International Film Festival in 2006, to much acclaim from critics.  It went on to receive an Icelandic Edda Award nomination for Best Short Film 2006 and was an official selection of the Sundance Film Festival 2007, as well as Best of Sundance at the BAM in Brooklyn.  Subsequently FAMILY REUNION has been invited to over 80 international film festivals, including the BFI London Film Festival, Seattle International, Aspen Shorts Fest and Sau Paulo International Short Film Festival.  It received the Grand Jury Prize for Best Short Film at the Atlanta Film Festival and Best Short Film at Copenhagen Gay and Lesbian Film Festival.  Additionally the film received the Audience Award at the Identities Film Festival in Vienna, First Place for Alternative Spirit at the Rhode Island Int’l Film Festival, Best Female Narrative Short at Tel Aviv LGBT and North Carolina LGBT Film Festivals, as well as awards at Athens International, Connecticut LGBT and Tabor Film Festival in Croatia.   

Family Reunion was theatrically released, playing with German feature film “Four Minutes” at New York’s Cinema Village in April of 2008.  Additionally, the film has been sold to various broadcasters (PBS, Icelandic RUV etc.) and DVD distributors in the US and Europe.   

 In February 2008, Isold was selected for the Berlin Talent Campus, held in conjunction with the Berlinale Film Festival.  During that time Screen International named her one of the “rising stars of Icelandic film.”  (see Screen International/Feb08, Nordic Edition)  

Isold’s 2nd short film COMMITTED, premiered at the Reykjavik International Film Festival in September of 2009.  It will screen at the Hamptons Int’l Film Festival and the BFI London Film Festival in October, as well as others in the upcoming months.  

CLEAN, currently in postproduction, is her 3rd short film as writer/director/editor, to premiere in 2010.

Isold pursues directing and screenwriting Columbia University’s MFA Film Program in New York.  Her studies have been generously supported with scholarships from New York Women in Film and Television, the Hollywood Foreign Press Association, as well as various Columbia Film Division fellowships.  In the past, her work has also been funded by The New York State Council of the Arts, the Icelandic Film Centre, The City of Reykjavik, The American Scandinavian Society in New York, IFP in New York, as well as the Frameline Film & Video Completion Fund in San Francisco.

Currently, Isold is developing a feature film, which she hopes to take into production in the not-so distant future. 

At last, it is worth announcing that Isold happily accepts offers of shorter term editing and directing work, due to her apparent need to eat and clothe herself.
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
